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Abstract

This article first briefly highlights Stuart Hall's biography and his major
academic thoughts. Using Google Scholar and the Web of Science as databases,
Hall's major writings and keywords are identified. Analysis of two of his
important works shows the related fields of study and countries of influence.
Through comparing the citations of Hall and other master-class scholars, we
can have a better understanding of Hall's influence and his position in history.
